4.  Dues:  It was decided that in order to accomplish our “DREAM” of 
having our own EAA Chapter 38 Hangar for all of our functions and to 
have a real member “Hangout”, we will keep our dues at $10.00 per 
month or annually at $120.00.  It was further decided that we would 
honor our lifetime members with a $20.00 Credit each year.  We also 
decided that we would continue to keep our “Honorary Flight” in tact 
with no dues required.  This would be our special folks like widows and 
those we vote on and recognize.  We are looking into having dues 
possibly being paid quarterly, ($30.00) but a decision will be 
forthcoming.  We don’t want an admin nightmare.  Dues should be paid 
ASAP, but must be paid by the last day of the third month of each year 
to be recognized as an official voting member.  It should be noted that 
we will never turn away guests and visitors.  We hope to make our 
chapter interesting and educational enough that the average aviation 
enthusiast will want to become a member.  Only dues paid members 
will be allowed access to the Hangar on non-meeting days. 
 
5.   Board of Directors:  It was decided that a Board of Directors 
meeting would be held on the Thursday prior to the general meeting (4th 
Saturday) of each month.  The Board will be made up of all officers and 
committee chairmen. The President will identify voting members of the 
Board of which a quorum of 51% or more will be required to make 
official decisions.  The purpose of the Board will be to take care of and 
vote on the Business of the Chapter.  Any chapter member may attend 
and present any subject concerning the Chapter.  The reason for this 
management practice of the chapter affairs is to allow our regular 
meetings to become more interesting, Educational and social.  The 
minutes of the Board meetings will be read at each general meeting for 
discussion in case of disputes. 
 
6.  Chapter Hangar:  I understand that permits have been granted and 
hopefully a groundbreaking ceremony can be held at our meeting in 
January 07.  The Hangar will be 50ft x 50ft and will be rented to us for 
$400.00 per month.  We will be allowed to make improvements to 
include a kitchen, storage area, restroom and ECT.  We will be able to 
store one aircraft.  Storage of an aircraft is still under consideration 
however since we want any and all chapter members to have access for 
individual needs.  This will depend on our financial status.  As of right 
now with our financial  situation we think this is a win-win situation and 
feel that this will be a positive way forward for our Chapter to grow.
